Ingredients:

125g unsalted butter, softened

¾ cup caster sugar

Zest of 1 orange and 1 lemon

2 eggs

1½ cups self-raising flour

½ cup Greek yoghurt or sour cream

¼ cup orange juice

2 tbsp honey

Optional glaze:

2 tbsp orange juice

1 tbsp honey (warmed slightly)

Method:

Preheat your oven to 160°C (fan-forced). Grease and line a loaf tin/small round cake tin.

Beat butter, sugar, and citrus zest until light and fluffy.

Add eggs one at a time, beating well after each.

Gently fold in flour, yoghurt, orange juice, and honey until just combined.

Pour into your tin and bake for 35–45 minutes, or until a skewer comes out clean.

If using the glaze: mix honey and juice, and brush over the warm cake before it cools.
