The new Aged Care Act (the Aged Care Act 2024) commenced on 1 November 2025 to

strengthen Australia's aged care system. It ensures that people who access aged care

services funded by the Australian Government are treated with respect and have the

quality of life they deserve.

At the heart of the reforms is a Statement of Rights. It gives older people greater choice

and control and empowers them to make their own decisions about their own lives.

These reforms are the result of extensive consultation across the sector. The voices and

experiences of older people played a critical role in shaping the new laws.

The new Act marks a significant milestone in the transformation of aged care in Australia.

It places older people at the centre of an aged care system that is safer, fairer, and more

respectful.
